- DO NOT wear glasses or colour lenses.

- Plain white background only.

- No Shadows on image and background.

- Face centred and looking at the camera straight on; not tilted in
any direction.

- Have a neutral facial expression with both eyes open and mouth
closed.

- No reversed (mirrored) photo.

- Follow the Photo requirements (DFAT)
